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EDITORDEN

Son zamanlarin kiresel 6lcekteki en dnemli sorunlarindan biri de clinct bir diinya savasinin ortaya
ctkma olasihigidir. Oyle ki, ABD ve Avrupa’nin destegiyle Kirim ve diger hassas bélgeleri geri almak
icin Rusya ‘ya direnen Ukrayna’dan 10 Milyona yakin ¢odu kadin ve ¢ocuk, basta Polonya olmak Uzere
Avrupa’nin hemen her yerine hatta Turkiye’ye bile gd¢ etmistir. Ukraynalilarin beyaz ve egitimli olmak
gibi 6zellikleri yazunden diger Afrikali veya Orta Dogulu gd¢cmenlere nazaran fazla tepki gdsterilmeden
Avrupa Ulkelerine kabulleri, bu gdcln zorunlu olmak yerine, sanki gonulli bir nifus hareketliligi gibi
algilanmasina yol acmaktadir. Hal boyle iken yani yakin cevremizde Rusya-Ukrayna savasi siirerken ve tiim
dengeler sarsilmisken, Azerbaycan -Ermenistan iliskilerinde israil- Azerbaycan yakinlasmasina karsilik
Iran ve Ermenistan ittifak kurarken, iran ve Hizbullah terér 6rgiitiine yakinligiyla taninan Filistin Direnis
orgiti Hamas’in 7 Ekim 2023 de israil’i bombalamasi ile tansiyon yeniden yikselmis bulunmaktadir.
Ustelik siiper giiclerin de aldiklari tavirlarin etkisiyle uluslararasi iliskiler son derece hassaslasmis, Rusya
ve ABD arasinda denge saglamaya calisan Tirkiye’nin isi daha da zorlasmistir.

Filistin Kurtulus OrgGtantn yerini alan ve 1987°de kurulan Stinni Islami politik askeri teror 6rgiitt olarak
HAMAS, Iran ve Hizbullah’in da destegiyle israil’i bombalarken temel gerekce bolgedeki Arap devletlerinin
Israil ile normallesme adina yakinlasarak Filistin davasini ikinci plana itmeleri, israil’ in acikca uyguladig
etnik soykirm, siddet ve yoksulluga Bati Avrupa ile birlikte g6z yummalariydi. Iste Hamas, resmen
terdr estirirken kendince mesruiyetini, bu son firsatin kaciriimaz derecede dénemli olmasina bagliyordu.
Basta Suudi Arabistan, Urdiin, Bahreyn ve Katar gibi Arap devletlerinin tiimi Israil ve dolayisiyla ABD ile
yogun ¢ikar iliskileri icine girmislerdi ve birisinin onlari uyarmasi gerekiyordu. Ote yandan iki yili askin bir
zamandir hazirhigr stiren 7 Ekim saldirisinin israil Istinbarat Orgitii Mossad tarafindan engellenmemesi
de soru isaretlerini artirmaktaydi. Bu bomba saldirisindan siyaseten en glicsiiz donemlerini yasayan iki
onemli figiir olarak ABD Baskani Biden ve israil Basbakani asiri sagci Likud Partisi Baskani Benjamin
Netanyahu’nun yararl ¢iktigr da dillendirilen senaryolar arasindaydi.

Bugiin yasanan olaylarin tarihsel arka planina baktigimizda hem israil hem de Filistin icin kutsal kabul
edilen topraklara zaman zaman Yahudi gdclerinin oldugunu gérmekteyiz. Nitekim Orta Dogunun gayri
mesru cocugu olarak gorilen israil devleti de kuskusuz sabahtan aksama kurulmamistir. ilk zamanlarda
1900 lerin basinda yarim milyon yerlesik Araba karsilik sadece 25.000 Yahudi gé¢cmenin oldudu Filistin’deki
onceki sakin yasam hizlanan Yahudi gdcyle sarsilir. Nifus kompozisyonlarinin degismesi ile her iki taraf da
kacinilmaz olarak daha derinden toprak paylasim miicadelesine girerler. Bu durumun ortaya ¢ikmasinda
Osmanlrnin alti vilayetinden bir biri olan Filistin’deki Araplarin, ingiliz destegiyle Osmanli Devletinden
ayrilmasi ve Orta Dogunun ingiltere ve Fransa tarafindan sémargelestirilmesi énemli rol oynamistir.



Israil devletinin kurulmasi fikrinin ise, ilk olarak 1799°'da Fransiz General Napolyon Bonaparte tarafindan
ortaya atildigi tarihsel belgelerde kayithdir. 1896 da toplanan Birinci Siyonist Kongresinde de konu
ciddilesir. Ancak bu fikirler hemen hayata gecmez ve Antik donemde israil kavimlerine de yurtluk eden
Filistin’ de Yahudilerin devlet kurmasi 1948°de Birlesmis Milletler karariyla kabul edilir. ingiltere cekildikten
sonra tim bdlgeye Yahudiler hizla yerlesirler. Bu nlfus hareketliligine baktigimizda Avrupa’dan, ABD'den
ve Rusya'dan buyk kafilelerle Yahudilerin Israil devletine aktiklari gorilir.

Baslangicta Yahudiler, yerli Arap nifusun yuzde 10’unu bile degildir. Ancak Yahudiler, AlImanya’daki Nazi
soykiriminda byiik kayip verdikleri icin israil Devletinin kurulmasi daha acil hale gelir. Birlesmis milletlerde
alinan karar geregi daha sonra geldikleri halde Yahudilere Filistin topraklarinin daha blytk kismi verilir
(%56). 15 Mayis 1948’1 Filistinliler BlyUk Felaket olarak tanimlarken, alinan kararlari da tanimazlar. Daha
sonra Yaser Arafat liderligindeki Filistin Kurtulus Orguti daha iimli yaklasimiyla bazi sonuclar alsa da
catismalar hi¢ bitmez. Bu durumdan bdlgedeki Arap devletlerinin kendi ¢ikar catismalart da maalesef
sorumludur. Nitekim daha sonra cok daha radikal bir 6rgit olan HAMAS 1987'de Filistin’de iktidari ele
gecirir.

Ote yandan esas biyik ABD ve Israil plani ise, Filistinlilerin Gazze’den Misira, Sina bdlgesine
silahsizlandirilarak surgiin edilmeleridir. Aslinda bu konunun 20 yildir gindemde oldugu da unutulmamalidir.
Bu ayni zamanda Hamas’in yok edilmesinden memnuniyet duyacak olan bdlgedeki Arap devletlerinin de
isine gelmekte olabilir. Hicbiri Filistin halki icin Israil ve ABD ile iliskilerini bozmak istemezler. Durumdan
en fazla rahatsiz olan Misir ise, son sayimlara gore alti milyona yakin Filistinlinin Misir’da iskanini kendine
tehdit olarak go6rirken, bu planin mimarlari olan Israil ve ABD nin her ikisiyle de miicadele etmek zorunda
kaldigindan yakinmaktadir. Ciinki Misir Liderleri 6zellikle Sisi, Filistinlilerin Islami Cihatcilarla ile birlikte
hareket edeceklerinden ve Ulke icin tehdit olusturacaklarindan kaygilanmaktadirlar.

Onemli olan 6zellikle Nazi doneminde Almanya’da alti milyon Yahudi’nin 6limuyle sonuclanan, Ruslar’in da
hic sempatik bakmadiklari soykirima ugramis insanlarin misilleme yaparcasina Filistinli cocuk ve kadinlari
oldarmesi, onlarin yasadiklari Gazze ve Bati Seria (West Bank) bolgelerini bombalayarak yasanmaz hale
getirmesidir. En son rakamlara gore Filistinli kayiplarin sayisi 9000’i asmistir. Bunun 3500’Unin ¢ocuk
oldugu kayitlara gecmistir. Ayrica son olarak Likud Oyesi parlamenterler Tally Gotliv ve Galit Distel
Atbaryan daha da ileri giderek etnik temizlik amacli Gazze seridi yok edilmeli, hatta bunun icin nikleer
silah kullaniimali demislerdir.

Filistinlilerin Misira sirgiiniinii adata bir firsat penceresi gibi gorenler de yok degildir. Zaten israil
Filistinlileri Bati Seria’da biyUk duvarlar drerek adeta hapsetmistir. Filistinlilerin kuzeyden glineye Misir
ve Sina Collerine dogru sdrllmesi de acimasiz planin zaten parcasidir. Sadece glineyden yani Misir’dan



insani yardim malzemesinin tiineller kazilarak ge¢mesine izin verilmektedir. Tim bunlar, Israil’in basta
kara harekatl yani bombalama tehditleri olmak Uzere uyguladidi oransiz siddetin, Filistinlilerin daha
radikallesmesinden baska bir seye yaramayacadi yonindeki gortsleri gu¢lendirmektedir. Hatta bu yiizden
ABD baskani Biden, israil'in daha fazla sivil insanin éldirmesini engellemek icin politika degisikligine
gitmis ya da spor yarislarinda oldugu gibi ara istemistir.

Bu cercevede bolgedeki uluslararasi glclerin tutumlart kadar Turkiye’nin de terér ve siddetin her tirind
deneyimlemis bélgesel guc olarak islami Cihat, Hizbullah ve iran ile yakin dirsek temasinda olan Hamas
orglitinden ziyade, mazlum Filistin halkinin yaninda olarak israil devlet terdriinii kinamasi ve dnlemeye
calismasi uygundur. Zaten Suriye’deki i¢ savas nedeniyle 10 milyonu askin gécmen ile birlikte yasamayi
guclikte yonetmeye calisan Tarkiye’'nin Filistin davasi nedeniyle ithal edecedi ne bir gdcmene ne de
siddetten beslenen drgltlere yeri vardir.

Ozellikle siddetin karsi siddeti ve radikallesmeyi yarattigi unutulmamalidir. Israil, Gazze’de attigi her bomba
ve 6ldirdugi bebek ve cocuk, kadin ile kuruldugundan bu yana 75 yil icinde yaratmaya ¢alistigr imajini
yerle bir ederken, onunla normallesme adina isbirligi yapan Arap lkeleri yoneticilerinin de halklarindan
gelen baskilarla bazi yeni politik kararlar alcigini, 6rnegin Bahreyn’ in yeni actigi Bayukelciligini kapattigini,
Urdiin ‘iin de temsilciligini geri cektigini 6grenmekteyiz. Tim bunlar bile bize sanki bu Hamas durup
dururken neden Israil’e saldirdi sorusuna bir tiir genis yorum saglamaktadir denilebilir. Aslinda Rusya -
Ukrayna savasinda élenlerin %5°i cocukken, Filistin de Israil saldirilarinda hayatini kaybedenlerin ylzde
40’ 1 cocuktur. Ayrica Filistin’de (¢ kusaktir kamplarda yasayan halkin ekonomik durumlari ¢cok kotdr.
Cocuklarsaglikli beslenemedikleriicin buytyememekte, fiziksel ve zihinsel gerilemeler yasamaktadir. Gazze
Seridinde yasayan Filistinliler, insani gelisim indekslerinde kiiresel élcekte en gerilerde yer almaktadirlar.

Hamas yoneticileri byuk bir risk alarak kurduklari oyunda simdilik biylk oranda sivil insan kayiplarina
ragmen kazanan tarafta gortinseler ve ABD ve israil’in Filistinlileri Sina’ya stirme Biiyik Planini bozsalar
da unutulmamalidir ki, siddet ve terérle insanlk hicbir zaman bir yere varamamistir. Clinki buglin oyun
kurucu gibi goriinseler de arkalarindaki basta Iran olmak iizere diger radikal guglerin izin verdigi kadar
0zgur hareket edebilecekler ve olan yine masum canlara olacaktir. Tekrar Tlrkiye’nin énerdigi garantor
lkeler guivencesinde baris icinde adil ve insanca yasama -kolay olmasa da- ilkesel olarak hazirlanmak
gerekecektir.

Dergimizin gelecek sayilarinda Orta Dodu’da yasanan nufus hareketlerinin Osmanl Devleti dncesi ve
sonrasl tarihsel arka planini ortaya koyan arastirmalar kadar, Gazze Seridindeki tinellerde veya kamplarda
yasanan guncel sorunlar ve gelecekte yasanmasi olasi go¢ler hakkinda gérus ve degerlendirmelere yer
vermemiz mUumkdnddr. Her zaman giincel ve dnemli konulardaki yazilara acik olan dergimizin disiplinler
arasl kimligi de bunun en énemli gdstergesidir.

FROM THE EDITOR

The most important agenda item on a global scale recently is the possibility of a third world war.
So much so that nearly 10 million women and children from Ukraine, which resisted Russia to take
back Crimea and other sensitive regions with the support of the USA and Europe, migrated to almost
every part of Europe and even to Turkey. Because of Ukrainians' characteristics such as being white
and educated, they are accepted into European countries without much reaction compared to other
African or Middle Eastern immigrants. This causes migration to be perceived as voluntary population
mobility rather than being compulsory. While this is the case, while the Russia-Ukraine war continues
in our immediate vicinity and all balances are shaken, Azerbaijan-Armenia relations escalate, tensions
have risen again with the bombing of Israel by the Palestinian terrorist organization Hamas, known
for its closeness to Iran and the Hezbollah terrorist organization, on October 7, 2023. Moreover, while
international relations have become extremely sensitive under the influence of the attitudes taken by
the superpowers, the position of Turkey, which is trying to maintain a balance between Russia and the
USA, has become even more difficult.

HAMAS, the Sunni Islamic political-military resistance organization (actually terror based) that replaced
the Palestine Liberation Organization and was founded in 1987, is bombing Israel with the support of
Iran and Hezbollah, while the main reason is that the Arab states in the region are getting closer to
Israel in the name of normalization and forgetting about Palestine. They, along with Western Europe,
turn a blind eye to the ethnic genocide, violence and poverty openly practiced by Israel. While Hamas
was officially terrorizing, it was trying to gain its legitimacy from the fact that this last opportunity was
too important to miss. Since all Arab states, especially Saudi Arabia and Qatar, have intense relations
of interest with Israel and therefore with the USA, someone had to warn them. On the other hand, the
fact that the Israeli Intelligence Organization could not prevent the October 7 attack, which had been
prepared for more than two years, also increased question marks. Comments were also frequently
observed that US President Biden and Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu, the leader of the far-
right Likud Party, benefited from this bombing, two important figures who were going through their
politically weakest periods.

When we look at the historical background of today's events, we see that there are occasional Jewish
migrations to the lands considered sacred by both Israel and Palestine. As a matter of fact, the state of
Israel, which is seen as the illegitimate child of the Middle East, was not established in a short time. In the
early 1900s, the previously peaceful life in Palestine, where there were only 25,000 Jewish immigrants
compared to half a million resident Arabs, was affected by the accelerated Jewish immigration. With
the change in population composition, both sides inevitably enter into a land sharing struggle. The



separation of the Arabs in Palestine, one of the six provinces of the Ottoman Empire, with British
support, and thus the colonization of the Middle East by England and France played an important role
in the emergence of this situation.

It is historically recorded that the idea of establishing the state of Israel was first put forward by the
French general Napoleon Bonaparte in 1799. The issue became even more serious at the First Zionist
Congress held in 1896. However, these ideas did not come to life immediately, and the Jews established
a state in Palestine, which was also home to the Israelite tribes in ancient times, with the decision of
the United Nations in 1948. After England withdrew, Jews quickly settled in the entire region. When we
look at this population mobility, we see that Jews immigrated to the State of Israel in large groups from
Europe, the USA and Russia.

Initially, Jews constituted less than 10 percent of the Arab population in the region. However, Jews
suffered great losses in the Nazi genocide in Germany and the establishment of the State of Israel became
more urgent. According to the decision taken in the United Nations, more than half of the Palestinian
lands were given to the Jews (56%), even though they came later. While Palestinians define May 15,
1948 as a Great Disaster, they never recognize the decisions taken. Although the Palestine Liberation
Organization, led by Yasser Arafat, achieved some results with its more moderate approach, conflicts
always continue. Arab states in the region and their own conflicts of interest are partly responsible for
this situation. As a matter of fact, HAMAS, a much more radical terrorist organization, came to power
in Palestine in 1987.

On the other hand, the real big US and Israeli plan may be to disarm and exile the Palestinians from
Gaza to the Sinai region of Egypt. In fact, it should not be forgotten that this issue has been on the
agenda for 20 years. This could also benefit Arab states in the region, who would be happy to see
Hamas destroyed. None of them want to spoil their relations with Israel and the USA for the sake of the
Palestinian people. Egypt, which is most disturbed by the situation, perceives the settlement of nearly
six million Palestinians in Egypt according to the latest census as a threat, and has to fight against both
Israel and the USA, the architects of this plan. Because Egyptian leaders, first Morsi and then Sisi, are
constantly worried that Palestinians will act together with Islamic Jihadists and pose a threat to their
country.

What is important but unacceptable is that people who suffered genocide, which resulted in the
death of six million Jews in Germany, especially during the Nazi period, killed Palestinian children and
women as if in retaliation, and bombed the Gaza and West Bank regions where they lived, making
them uninhabitable. According to the latest figures, the number of Palestinian casualties exceeds 9000.



It is recorded that 3500 of these are children. Finally, Likud member parliamentarians Tally Gotliv and
Galit Distel Atbaryan went further and said that the Gaza strip should be destroyed for ethnic cleansing
purposes, and even nuclear weapons should be used for this purpose if necessary.

There are many people who see the exile of Palestinians to Egypt as a window of opportunity. Israel has
already imprisoned the Palestinians behind high walls in the West Bank. Unfortunately, the expulsion
of Palestinians from north to south towards the Egyptian and Sinai Deserts is also part of a brutal plan.
Only humanitarian aid material from the south, that is, Egypt, is allowed to pass through underground
tunnels. All this means that it is clear that the disproportionate violence implemented by Israel, especially
the land operation, that is, heavy bombing threats from the air, will do nothing but further radicalize the
Palestinians. In fact, this is why US President Biden changed policy to prevent Israel from killing more
civilians, or in current discourse, requested a break, as in sports competitions.

In this context, as well as the attitudes of international powers in the region, it is appropriate for Turkey,
as a regional power that has experienced all kinds of terrorism and violence, to condemn and try to
prevent Israeli state terrorism on the side of the oppressed Palestinian people, rather than the Hamas
organization, which is in close contact with Islamic Jihad, Hezbollah and Iran. Turkey, which is already
trying to live with more than 10 million immigrants due to the civil war in Syria, has no room for any
immigrants it will import for the Palestinian cause, nor for organizations that feed on violence.

In particular, it is inevitable that violence creates counter-violence and radicalization. With every bomb
it drops in Gaza and every baby, child and woman it kills, Israel destroys the image it has tried to create
in the 75 years since its founding. We learn that the rulers of Arab countries that cooperated with
Israel for normalization also made some new political decisions under pressure from their people, for
example, Bahrain closed its newly opened Embassy and Jordan withdrew its representation. Even all of
this provides us with a kind of broad interpretation of the question of why Hamas attacked Israel out of
the blue. In fact, while 5% of those who died in the Russia-Ukraine war were children, nearly half, or 40
percent, of those who lost their lives in Israeli attacks in Palestine were children. In addition, the people
who have been living in camps in Palestine for three generations are economically very poor. Children
cannot grow because they cannot eat healthy, and physical and mental problems increase. Palestinians
living in the Gaza Strip are at the bottom of the global scale in human development indexes.

For now, Hamas administrators seem to be on the winning side of the game they set up by taking a
great risk, despite the large number of civilian casualties. Thus, even though they interrupted the USA
and Israel's Grand Plan to drive the Palestinians to Sinai, it should not be forgotten that humanity has
never gotten anywhere with violence and terror. Because even though they look like playmakers today,



what happens to innocent lives while they are acting as freely as the other radical forces behind them,
especially Iran, allow. Again, it will be necessary to establish two states in the region proposed by
Turkey and to prepare in principle for a peaceful, just and humane life under the assurance of guarantor
countries - although it is not easy.

In future issues of our journal, research revealing the historical background of population movements
in the Middle East before and after the Ottoman Empire will gain priority. Undoubtedly, it is possible to
include opinions and evaluations about current problems in the tunnels or camps in the Gaza Strip and
possible migrations in the future. The interdisciplinary identity of our journal, which is always open to
articles on current and important topics, is the most important indicator of this.

Founder of Baskent University and Chairman of the Supreme Board, Prof.Dr. Mehmet Haberal
undoubtedly deserves to be thanked first and foremost for being our guiding example in the publication
of this international journal and in all our other activities.

We would like to thank the new owner of our journal and our esteemed elder, our Rector Prof. Dr.
. Haldun Miiderrisoglu and our Vice Rector Prof. Dr. Abdulkadir Varoglu for their support in all our
activities on behalf of BUGAM.
