GOc, kiuresel olcekte toplumlari sekillendirmeye devam ederken, goci etkileyen itici glcleri, karsilasilan
zorluklari ve sonuclarini anlamak her gecen giin daha da 6nem kazaniyor. insan Hareketliligi Uluslararasi Dergisi,
Kasim 2024 sayisinda da, go¢tn karmasik dinamiklerini ele alarak, insan hareketliligini etkileyen faktérleri ve
gocmenlerin cesitli deneyimlerini aydinlatan arastirmalari sizlere sunuyor.

Bu sayimizda, egitim politikalarinin yabanci égrenciler Gzerindeki etkisi, milteci topluluklari icindeki girisimcilik
potansiyeli, iklim maltecilerinin yasal mevzuatta taninmasi, gd¢ alaninda sivil toplum kuruluslarinin roll gibi
onemli konular ele alinmaktadir. Bu sayida yer alan makaleler, gdcin bireyleri, topluluklari ve uluslari ayni anda
etkileyen ¢ok katmanli bir olgu oldugunu vurgulamakta, isbirligi ve politika yenilikleri icin hem zorluklar hem de
firsatlar yarattigini géstermektedir.

Bu sayimizda (ic arastirma ve bir derleme makale ile gd¢ alanindan “Liibnan ve Tiirkiye’deki Suriyelilere Yonelik
Geri Gonderme Altyapilari (REMOVED)” baslkl uluslararasi bir projenin tanitimi yer almaktadir. Arastirma
makaleleriicinde ilk makale, G6kben Bayramoglu ve Omidullah Wahedy’nin “Miiltecilerin Girisimcilik Niyetlerini
Sekillendiren Sosyal Aglar: Corum’da Go¢men iliskileri Dinamiklerinin incelenmesi” baslikli calismasidir. Bu
calisma, Corum’daki maltecilerin girisimcilikleri Gzerinde sosyal adlarin ve demografik faktorlerin etkisini ele
almaktadir. Arastirma multecilerin hayatta kalma ve ekonomik faaliyetlerde bulunmak icin mevcut sosyal aglardan
nasil yararlandigini gostermektedir. 264 milteci ile yapilan anketlismasi, sosyal baglar ve girisimcilik egilimleri
arasinda 6nemli istatistiksel baglantilar oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir. Calisma ayni zamanda mltecilerin genis
aglara erisimde sinirhhklar yasadigini ortaya koymakta ve yakin ¢evrenin otesine gecen destek sistemlerinin
gerekliligini vurgulamaktadir. Bu arastirma, malteci girisimciligini yonlendiren sosyal temeller ve yeni gelenlerin
yerel ekonomilere entegrasyonundaki zorluklar hakkinda degerli bilgiler sunmaktadir.

ikinci makale, Bulent Sucu’nun “Mesleki Egitimde Yabanci Ogrencilerin Basarisi Uzerine Bir Calisma: Corum
ili Muhasebe ve Finans Alani Ornegi” baslikli makalesidir. Makale, Tirkiye’nin meslek okullarinda 6zellikle
muhasebe ve finans alaninda egitim géren yabanci dgrencilerin egitim basarisi hakkinda kritik i¢gdruler
sunmaktadir. Calisma, cinsiyet, yas, Tarkce dil yeterliligi ve sosyo-ekonomik durum gibi faktorlerin 6grencilerin
akademik basarilarini nasil etkiledigini ele almaktadir. Detayli istatistiksel analizleri ile bu ¢alisma, editimciler
ve politika yapicilar icin degerli bulgular ortaya koymakta, Tirkce dil yeterliliginin akademik basarida 6nemli
bir belirleyici oldugunu, cinsiyet ve sosyo-ekonomik arka plan gibi diger faktorlerin ise daha az etkili oldugunu
gostermektedir. Calismanin bulgulari, mesleki ortamlarda entegrasyonu ve performansi artirmaya yonelik
hedeflenmis dil desteginin 6nemini vurgulamaktadir. Bu arastirma, gciin egitim ihtiyaclari ve 6grenci basarilari
Uzerindeki etkisini gosteren ve Turkiye’nin egitim sisteminde artan cesitlilige nasil yanit verdigini aydinlatan bir
ornek olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir.



Uclincii arastirma makalesi olarak Isinsu Koksal'in “Suriyeli Miiltecilere iliskin Hak Savunusu Faaliyetlerine
Yonelik Bazi Sivil Toplum Yoneticilerinin Degerlendirmesi” baslikli makalesi, Tlrkiye’de insan haklari odakli
sivil toplum kuruluslarinin Suriyeli malteciler konusunda cesitli paydaslarla - yani hikiimet, toplum ve diger
STK’lar - nasil etkilesime girdigini sosyolojik bir analizle ele almaktadir. Nitel bir yaklasimla gerceklestirilen
calisma, Ankara merkezli STK temsilcilerinin géruslerini toplayarak bu kuruluslarin hak savunusu faaliyetlerinde
karsilastiklari zorluklari ve sinirlamalari incelemektedir. Calismada dikkat ¢ceken bir bulgu, devletle gti¢li is birligi
aglarinin kurulmasinda yasanan zorluklar ve sinirli devlet desteginin milteci sorunlarini ele almada cabalari
engellemesidir. Makale, sivil toplumun gécmen gruplarinin haklarini savunmadaki roltne iliskin devam eden
tartismalara katki saglamakta ve Tlrkiye’nin go¢ cercevesinde devlet ve STK’lar arasindaki operasyonel ve iliskisel
dinamikler hakkinda ayrintili bir bakis acisi sunmaktadir. Bu makale, gé¢ politikasi, insan haklari savunuculugu
ve multecilerin sosyal entegrasyonuyla ilgilenen okuyucular icin ¢zellikle aydinlatici olacaktir.

Bu sayida ayrica, go¢ alaninda giderek daha 6nemli hale gelen “iklim maltecileri” kavramini ele alan “iklim
Miiltecileri ve iklim Miiltecisi Kavraminin Taninmasi Cabasi” baslikli Metecan Cakrak’in derleme makalesi de yer
almaktadir. Bu makale, iklim kaynakli krizler nedeniyle g6¢ etmek zorunda kalan bireylerin karsi karsiya kaldigi
hukuki, sosyal ve cevresel zorluklari incelemektedir. 1951 Miilteci Sozlesmesi gibi mevcut uluslararasi normatif
dlzenlemelerin cevresel nedenlerle yerinden edilenleri kapsamadigr g6z éniine alindiginda, makale yeni yasal
korumalara duyulan ihtiyaci vurgulamaktadir. iklim degisikliginin etkilerini kapsamli bir sekilde ele alan ¢alisma,
iklim olaylarindan etkilenenleri de kapsayacak sekilde multeci tanimlarinin yeniden degerlendirilmesi gerektigine
dair glcli bir argiman sunmaktadir. Bu katkl, iklim politikasi, gd¢ ve insan haklarina iliskin farkindalik yaratacak
calismalardan biri olarak glinimazin en acil kiiresel sorunlarindan birine uyumlu ve kapsayici yasal yanitlarin
onemini vurgulamaktadir.

Son olarak her sayimizda yer vermeye calistigimiz gé¢ alanindaki arastirma projelerinden biri olarak Zeynep Kasl
tarafindan hazirlanan “Liibnan ve Tiirkiye’deki Suriyelilere Yonelik Geri Gonderme Altyapilari (REMOVED)
Projesi” tanitimi yer almaktadir. REMOVED projesi, Libnan ve Tlrkiye’deki Suriyeli miltecilerin deneyimledigi
karmasik geri gdnderme uygulamalarini, bu uygulamalarin hukuki, sosyal ve politik cercevelerle nasil kesistigini
analiz etmektedir. Etnografik yontemler kullanarak, malteciler ve kurumlar arasindaki cok 6lcekli etkilesimleri
inceleyen proje, zorunlu go¢ ve hareketlilik yonetimi konularina dair nemli bilgiler sunmaktadir.

Kasim 2024 sayimizin insan hareketliligi alanindaki arastirmalari ve politika tartismalarini daha da gelistirmesi
umuduyla, yazarlarimiza degerli katkilari, hakemlerimize degerlendirme surecindeki Ozverili calismalari ve
kiymetli zamanlari, bu sayimiza dek editor olarak gérev yapan Doc. Dr. Olgu Karan’a, dergimizin kurulusundan
bu yana verdigi degerli emekleri ve okuyucularimiza ise surekli ilgileri icin tesekkr ederiz.

FROM THE EDITORIAL BOARD

Dear Readers,

As migration continues to shape societies globally, understanding its drivers, challenges, and implications has
never been more crucial. The November 202Issue of the International Journal of Human Mobility addresses the
complex dynamics of migration, presenting research that illuminates the factors influencing human movement
and the diverse experiences of migrants.

In this Issue, our contributors examine critical topics, including the impact of educational policy on foreign
students, the entrepreneurial potential within refugee communities, the legal recognition of climate refugees,
and the role of the civil society organizations in the field of migration. The articles presented here underscore the
importance of both empirical research and theoretical inquiry in addressing the pressing questions of migration.
As this Issue highlights, migration is a multi-layered phenomenon that influences individuals, communities, and
nations alike, creating both challenges and opportunities for collaboration and policy innovation.

This Issue comprises three research and one review articles and an introduction to an international project from
the field of migration titled “The Removal Infrastructures for Syrians in Lebanon and Turkey (REMOVED)”.
In order the first article, “Social Networks Shaping the Entrepreneurial Intentions of Refugees in Corum: An
Examination of Migrant Relationship Dynamics,” by Gokben Bayramoglu and Omidullah Wahedy. This insightful
article delves into the influence of social networks and demographic factors on the entrepreneurial intentions
of refugees in Corum, Turkey. Against a backdrop of regional upheaval, the research highlights how refugees
leverage pre-existing social networks, which serve as a means of survival and a springboard for economic
activity. A survey of 264 refugees revealed significant statistical links between social ties and entrepreneurial
aspirations. However, the study also uncovers limitations in refugees’ access to broader networks, emphasizing
the need for support systems that expand beyond close family and friends. This research contributes to our
understanding of the social underpinnings that drive refugee entrepreneurship and the challenges inherent in
integrating newcomers into local economies.

The second article, titled “A Study on the Success of Foreign Students in Vocational Education: Example of
Corum Province Accounting and Finance Area,” by Blilent Sucu, provides critical insights into the educational
success of foreign students in Turkey’s vocational schools, specifically in the accounting and finance sectors in
Corum Province. It explores how factors such as gender, age, Turkish language proficiency, and socio-economic
status affect students’ academic outcomes. With its detailed statistical analysis, this study offers valuable
findings for educators and policymakers, revealing that Turkish language proficiency is a significant determinant
of academic success, while other factors, like gender and socio-economic background, are less influential. The
implications underscore the importance of targeted language support to enhance integration and performance
in vocational settings. This research serves as a relevant example of how migration influences educational needs
and student outcomes, shedding light on Turkey’s response to increasing diversity in its educational system.



The third research article by Isinsu Koksal, titled “Evaluation of Some Civil Society Executives Towards Rights
Defense Activities Related to Syrian Refugees,” presents a sociological analysis of how human rights-oriented
NGOs in Turkey engage with various stakeholders—namely, the government, society, and other NGOs—in
advocating for Syrian refugees. Using a qualitative approach, the study gathers insights from Ankara-based
NGO representatives to examine the challenges and limitations faced by these organizations in their rights
defence activities. One notable finding is the difficulty in establishing strong collaborative networks with the
state, as limited government support often hinders efforts to address refugee issues. The study underscores
the complexity of the relationship between the state and NGOs and the broader social attitudes towards Syrian
refugees, which influence the effectiveness of NGO efforts. This article contributes to the ongoing discourse
on the role of civil society in defending the rights of vulnerable migrant populations and offers a nuanced
perspective on the operational and relational dynamics within Turkey’s migration framework. This contribution
will be particularly insightful for readers interested in migration policy, human rights advocacy, and the social
integration of refugees.

This Issue also brings an insightful exploration into the emerging and crucial concept of ‘climate refugees,
as examined in the review article, “Climate Refugees and the Effort to Recognize the Concept of Climate
Refugees” by Metecan Cakrak: This article delves into the legal, social, and environmental implications
surrounding individuals forced to migrate due to climate-induced crises. Given that current international
frameworks, such as the 1951 Refugee Convention, lack provisions for those displaced by environmental factors,
the article raises essential questions regarding the need for new legal protections. It offers a comprehensive
overview of the impacts of climate change, presenting a compelling case for a re-evaluation of refugee definitions
to include those affected by climate events. This contribution will resonate with readers interested in climate
policy, migration, and human rights, emphasizing the importance of adaptive, inclusive legal responses to one
of today’s most pressing global challenges.

As one of the migration research projects that we strive to feature in each issue, this edition includes the
introduction of the project titled “Removal Infrastructures for Syrians in Lebanon and Turkey (REMOVED),”
prepared by Zeynep Kasli. The REMOVED project analyses the complex removal practices experienced by
Syrian refugees in Lebanon and Turkey, examining how these practices intersect with legal, social, and political
frameworks. Using ethnographic methods, the project explores the multi-scalar interactions between refugees
and institutions, providing significant insights into forced migration and mobility governance.

We extend our gratitude to our authors for their valuable contributions, to our reviewers for their dedicated
efforts and precious time during the evaluation process, we would also like to extend our gratitude to Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Olgu Karan, who has served as editor during this period, for his contributions and dedicated efforts to
our journal since its inception and to our readers for their continued interest, with the hope that our November
2024 issue will further advance research and policy discussions in the field of human mobility.
